Saving the Planet by returning to 350 PPM:
Forests Key to Climate Change

In many ways, news from the
2009 Téallberg Forum was not en-
couraging for addressing the crisis
of global warming - especially as
it affects the world's forests. Four
hundred invited scientists, repre-
sentatives of government and non-
government organizations, busi-
ness executives and academics
gathered for the June 25-28 meet-
ing in Tallberg, Sweden. The
“reality checks” from a number of
sectors carried at their core the
same warning: global warming is
proceeding with greater rapidity
than the vast majority of special-
ists had expected, including the
Nobel Peace Prize winning Inter-

governmental Panel on Climate Change. We are only a
few months away from the critical negotiations in Co-
penhagen about international agreements to replace the
Kyoto protocol. It is clear that governments are moving
too slowly and that the world's population does not rec-
ognize the threat to life on the planet as we now know it.

The world’s forests, oceans, air, fresh water and agricul-
tural land are all endangered by the increasing level of
CO; in the atmosphere. Scientists are now confirming

that we must return to 350 parts per million of carbon

(350 ppm) if our planetary climate is going to be viable

for our children and our grandchildren. If we do not be-

gin to act immediately to retreat from the current level of

387 ppm, we are looking at incalculable environmental
disasters. Deforestation accounts for approximately 20%
of our greenhouse gas emissions (primarily carbon). It is
matched at a similar level by the burning of fossil fuels

such as coal.

An initial “reality check” session focusing on food and
land use, including forestry, was led by Dr. Sten Nilsson,
former Director of International Institute for Applied

Systems Analysis (IIASA) in Vienna, and Dr. Richard

RSVP stands f&eversedefores-
tation, Support vulnerable populationg/alue connections and
collaborationand Promote biodiversity and sustainable forest
products. Dr. Nilsson shared with the ‘09 participantsypss

of the program coordinated by IIASA which includes the devel-
opment of a Wikipedia site which offers international access t
satellite views of deforestation, especially in tropical forests
This program is underway in
collaboration with Google
which is providing higher reso-
lution satellite images. The goa
is to both identify and combat
deforestation world wide.

In September Plowshares concluded a successful first year tifrea-year project in China, and the second year has gotten of
to an exciting start.

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GHOST RANCH COURSE
Becoming Agents of Reconciliation

Course Description:

Anxiety about the future, short tempers and conflicts in churches and communities are some of the by-
products of the current economic recession. Congregations can also be devastated by conflicts about
ethnicity, worship, gender, age and sexual orien-
